Guidance Notes

· The aim of this grant is to help to develop and grow existing RITA schools, by increasing the number of new members,  eg. to introduce a new class for kids / teenagers / adults.
· Two grant awards will be made per year. Any existing school with more than 10 registered members is eligible to apply, but only the two best applications will be funded. Only one application will be accepted per school.
· The maximum grant amount is €500

· 75% will be awarded immediately and the remaining 25% will follow after 10 new members have been registered with the RITA.
· The grant can be spent on anything outlined in the proposal, eg. advertising, equipment, special courses etc
· The Instructor must provide receipts for all expenditure as well as a report on the school in order to obtain the remaining 25%.

· The successful grants awarded and the report will be included in the Development Committee Report at the RITA AGM of the year the grant is awarded.
· The applications are initially assessed by the RITA Development Committee based on the assessment criteria given below. The Masters Council will have absolute discretion in relation to the final decision.
· The Masters Council may impose conditions in order for the grant to be awarded.
