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Umpire Tips:  
Centre Referee. 

1) Keep eye-contact with the Jury President every 10 to 15 
seconds as you move about the ring.   

2) Try and face the Jury table as you move, especially 
when giving warnings. i.e. never have your back to the 
Jury table. 

3) Try and position yourself to that the Corner Judges and 
Jury President have a clear view of the competitors. (try 
and move in the area of the ring indicated by the arrows 
in the diagram below) 

4) Keep a distance of about 2 m from the competitors 
(move with them).  It allows you to see the head attacks 
and the low kicks without having to switch focus. 

5) Use your voice and give clear sharp hand signals  
6) Look confident (even if you’re not)
